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Guidelines for Online Admission to First Year Junior College 

Academic Year 2024-2025 

 

All the candidates have to submit the application first on the Online Registration Portal 

(https://mumbai.11thadmission.org.in). In the option form of the portal ‘Tolani College of Commerce’ 

Aided / Self Finance section (I.T. and Mathematics) has to be selected under the list of preferred 

colleges. 

 

Who can submit the application:- 

Sindhi Linguistic Minority & Management Quota: Candidates belonging to the Sindhi Linguistic 

Minority can register themselves for admission to FYJC. 

All other Candidates: Only the candidates who feature in the Merit List generated, will be admitted by 

the College. The Merit List will be displayed only on the College Website – 

https://tcc.tolani.edu/index.php/junior-college/# as per the schedule given by the Education 

Department. 

 

1)  Once you have been allotted Tolani College you are expected to register, submit (payment of fees 

online only Rs.50/- for Aided online Form and Rs.100/- for Self Finance online Form) and then 

confirm the application form on the Tolani College Portal. The URL for filling the Online Admission 

Form is given below:

 Use of Desktop Computer or Laptop is recommended for filling the admission form.

 Candidates are advised to save their Username and Password till the admission process is 

complete.

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2)  All applicants must compulsorily scan and upload the following documents: Keep these ready 

before filling the Admission Form of the College online: 

a. School Leaving Certificate  

b. 10th Standard Mark Sheet 

c. Aadhar Card 

d. Relevant Address Proof (Electricity Bill/Telephone Bill/MGL Bill) 

e. 11th Online Admission Registration Form No. 1 and 2 

f. Photograph: 500 KB 

g. Signature: 300 KB 

 

3)  Candidates must scan and upload the following documents ONLY IF APPLICABLE: 

a. Migration Certificate and Passing Certificate, for candidates who have passed the 10th std. 

equivalent Examination from Boards other than Maharashtra State Board. 

b. Caste Certificate issued by Government of Maharashtra, if belonging to any of the reserved 

categories. This is required for College records. 

c. Relevant SEBC/PrakalpGrahasth Certificate 

d. Sindhi Linguistic Minority Affidavit, if applying under the Minority Quota. 

e. Medical Certificate stating the Disability (L.D./Physically Challenged), if applicable 

f. Certificates supporting Cultural/Sports Achievements at the National and International levels, 

if applying under sports quota. 

Relevant documents stating that candidates are wards of Ex-Servicemen / Freedom Fighters / 

Transferable or Defence employees, if applying under any of the quota categories. 

 

4)  Candidates must ensure that all the details (with respect to spellings, mobile number, marks, etc.) 

that they enter in the online admission form are correct and authentic. Kindly note that the sign. 

(*) indicates that it is mandatory to fill that information and it cannot be left blank. Failure to 

provide this mandatory data will not allow the candidate to proceed further. 
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5)  Candidates need to take a printout of the filled admission form with all the relevant documents 

and VISIT THE COLLEGE OFFICE for further process of admission. 

 

6)  Admission Rule for Online registration portal 

If an applicant does not secure admission to his/her first preferred college allotted to him/her in 

the first list of Education department portal, the applicant will fall out of the admission process 

in the next 3 rounds of the FYJC Admission Procedure. Such candidates can fill the Online 

Registration Admission Form again and seek admission if and whenever the department initiates 

Special Admission Rounds after the first 3 Regular Rounds. 

 

7)  In the Aided Section seats for Mathematics as the optional subject are limited and the College 

offers Mathematics subject to candidates only on merit. Candidates who have applied for 

Mathematics will be allotted the subject based on the marks secured by the candidates in the 

subject at the 10th standard Board Examinations. 

 

8)  Girl Applicants Claiming For Free Education/Girls’ Freeship 

I. Following Documents are required to be scanned and uploaded: 

a) Declaration Form should be collected from Counter No. 1 @ Rs. 5/- and it has to be 

submitted at the same counter. 

 

Also complete details (Full Name, FYJC Admission Registration No. and Contact Number) 

of the candidate must be mentioned in the declaration form. 

 

b) Attested true copies of the first and last page of the Ration Card, which includes the 

names of the parent/guardian and the applicant should be attached to the Declaration 

form. (Candidate should be either the first or the second child of the parent). 
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II. If the above documents are not submitted at the time of admission, the girl applicant will have 

to pay full fees in both XI and XII standards and will not be entitled to the concession. 

 

III. Girl candidates who are eligible for Girls Freeship will pay online a total sum of Rs. 40/- 

(Rupees Forty only) only as College Fees.
